
Directions to Quantico Gates: (Only Military ID, CDC Card or base 

pass will get you through the gate, otherwise skip down to “Direction to Visitors 
Control Center” for check-in) 

Heading South from Washington DC (Dulles/Regan Airport)  

Follow your navigation system to Quantico Marine Base. You will be coming South on 
Hwy I-95.  

Main Gate (Open 24/7): 

•         Exit 150A. You will want to come under I-95, heading East on Fuller Rd.  

•         You will come to a traffic light at Route 1.  

•         Cross over Rt 1 and continue straight.  

•         You will pass by a small replica of the flag raising at Iwo Jima. (Don’t 
forget to salute, these were your brothers) 

•         Travel under the archway to the Main Gate.   

•         Once through the Main Gate follow Fuller Road, past MOH golf course, till 
you come to a bend in the road and follow it to the right.  

•         Follow Barnett Ave. to the “Circle”, turning right onto Russell Rd. 

•         Just after the Circle you will see on your left the “Inn of the Corps” and 
the “O” Club.  

Back Gate (Open daily 0500-2200): 

•         Exit 148. You will want to turn right (East) on Russell Rd to the Back Gate. 
When you turn right onto Russell stay to the left otherwise it will take you 
to Hwy 1 

•         Continue straight until you come to the Gate.  

•         Once through the Gate stay on Russell Rd. till it starts to bend to the left, 
you will be at the “Circle”.  

•         As you approach the “Circle”, on your right, you will see the “Inn of the 
Corps” and the “O” Club.  

Heading North from Fredericksburg, VA    

Follow your navigation system to Quantico Marine Base. You will be coming North on 
Hwy I-95.  

Back Gate (Open daily 0500-2200): 



•         Exit 148. You will want to turn right (East) onto Russell Rd.  

•         Continue straight until you come to the Gate.  

•         Once through the Gate stay on Russell Rd. till it starts to bend to the left, 
you will be at the “Circle”.  

•         As you approach the “Circle” on your right you will see the “Inn of the 
Corps” and the “O” Club.  

Main Gate (Open 24/7): 

•         Exit 150. to MCB Quantico/Triangle which will take you East on Fuller 
Road 

•         You will pass by a small replica of the flag raising at Iwo Jima.  

•         Travel under the archway to the Main Gate.   

•         Once through the Main Gate follow Fuller Road, past MOH golf course, till 
you come to a bend in the road and follow it to the right. 

•         Follow Barnett Ave. to the “Circle”, turning right onto Russell Rd.  

•         At the Circle you will see on your left the “Inn of the Corps” and the “O” 
Club.  

Base Access to Quantico: (Note this is a change from my last update) 

1.       Person(s) with CAC cards, military ID’s will be allowed through the gates. 

2.       Person(s) with a Real ID or valid state ID must go through the VCC and show 1 
other form of identification: SSN Card, passport, etc.  

3.       Person(s) without Real ID or valid state ID must go through the VCC and show 2 
other forms of Identifications: SSN Card, passport, etc 

**** Note: list is on page 3 of NAVMC 5512 (attached)  

** Everyone, except for those with CAC cards or Military ID, must report to the 
VCC. 

Direction To the Visitor Control Center (VCC).   If you do not 

have a Military ID or CAC card you will need to check in here before entering the base.  
  

•         If you are coming from I-95 heading South from DC, you will want to exit on 148 
and turn right (heading West) onto Russell Road. 

•         If you are coming on I-95 heading North from Fredericksburg, you will want to 
exit on 148 and turn left taking you under I-95 on Russell Road. 

•         Once on Russell Road stay to the left for about a mile.  



•         Once you come to the traffic light turn left from the left most turn lane (there 
are 2).  

•         Go until you come to the next traffic light at the top of the Hill (about 200 
yards).  

•         Turn left onto Telegraph Rd.  
•         The VCC is about 100 yards down the road. It will be a yellow building with a 

large green sign, stating VCC.  
  

Instructions for reporting to VCC 

1.       Go to the VCC (Directions above) 

2.       Have filled out, prior to coming to the VCC, form “NAVMC 5512” Sample & Print 
only (attached).  

a.       Print out both the Sample and the Print Only…Only fill out the “Print 
Only” one using the “Sample” as an example. 

b.       Fields on the form that must be filled in are marked on the sample 
document with an “*”in red ink.  

c.       The Government Sponsor is Jack Sheehan of the 38th OCC-TBS 3-66 
Reunion. His phone number is 1-401-255-0387 

d.       Do not date and sign the form. Your signature will be witnessed by the 
VCC personnel. 

3.       Your name will be on a list provided by us for verification.  

4.       Bring with you the proper ID. Explained above.  

5.       They will take your picture and give you a pass for the week.  

6.       You are now cleared to enter and leave the base showing your pass.

Select: Visitor Center, Base Access or Visitor Control Center on the 
drop-down menu 

The VCC is only open during certain hours, so you may have to follow the below 
procedures: 

1.       VCC hours are M-F 0600 – 1500 

                          Sat   0730 – 1130 

                          Closed Sunday 

2.       If you arrive at the gate after 1500 or on Sat. after 1130 or Sunday 

a.       At the gate you must indicate that you are here for the 38th OCC reunion

b.       The MP should have our roster of attendees to verify this information. 

c.       The MP will provide a temporary pass to go to “The Inn of the Corps” 

d.       The next morning or business day you must go to the VCC to check in 
and obtain a pass.  

PX Access: We will have special passes for anyone who wishes to visit the PX while on
